COURSE DESCRIPTION/GOALS/OBJECTIVES: 
This class will provide an overview of the major areas in the field of Psychology.  The purpose of this course is to introduce the student to a variety of concepts and issues in general psychology, to help the student to apply that knowledge to everyday life, and to help the student to develop skills in analytical thinking and communication using the concepts of psychology.  The topics covered this semester will include the history of psychology, research methods, brain and behavior, sensation, perception, consciousness, emotion, motivation, human development, learning, memory, thinking and language, intelligence, stress and health, personality theory, psychological disorders, therapies and social psychology.   
II. CLASS PROCEDURES: This class is a mixture of lecture, group discussion and individual/group assignments. The study of psychology offers many opportunities for the development of critical thinking skills and communication skills.  It offers many ideas open to debate and question.  It will be a part of our goal to discuss and debate, to discover ways of supporting our statements, to listen to and respect the ideas of others.

III. REQUIREMENTS:  
ATTENDANCE:  Active discussion and contributions from each member of the class will be encouraged and expected.  Regular attendance is optimal to perform well in this course as some of the material on examinations will only be mentioned in class.  Also, if you miss a class you will not be able to make up any group assignment given that day unless due to emergency.  Please arrange any late arrivals or early departures with the instructor before class by emailing the instructor.  Please be sure to mark the class role each week or you will be marked absent.  If you are absent from a class, it is your responsibility to obtain material covered in class and to make up any missed assignments whenever possible.  It is also your responsibility to WITHDRAW from class if you are unable to attend.  Failure to WITHDRAW may result in you receiving an F for the class.

EXAMINATIONS:  There will be three examinations, one after approximately one-third of the class is completed, one after approximately two-thirds of the class is completed and a final examination that will include the last remaining chapters.  Each exam will be worth 30% of your final grade.  Each exam may have multiple choice, definitions, short-answer and/or essay questions.  The format for each test and sample questions will be discussed during the class session prior to the exams.  If you need more time to complete an examination, you should speak with the instructor prior to exams and arrangements will be made accordingly.  Make up exams will only be permitted in unusual circumstances and must be arranged with the instructor before the exam is given.   Ninety minutes will be available for each examination.  A break will be offered after each examination is collected and then class will resume.
PORTFOLIO/WRITING ASSIGNMENTS: There will be approximately 5 short writing assignments worth a total of 10% of your final grade.  The writing assignments will not be mentioned ahead of time.  The purpose of these assignments is to help the student think about how psychological concepts might be applied to everyday life, to think about issues in psychology, to help us (teacher and student) to exchange ideas, and to give practice with critical thinking skills and important concepts.  Some assignments will be completed in class and also turned into the instructor for feedback.  

GRADING:  The final grade you receive for this course will be calculated as follows based on a combination of all exams, attendance and portfolio completion.
