Lab Goals: 

The statistics lab is designed to give you an opportunity to apply material studied during the Psych 300 lecture section and to prepare for upcoming lecture exams.  The lab provides you with a forum for asking questions, reviewing concepts, practicing statistical calculations, and learning to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.
