Textbook:  The Science of Psychology, by Laura A. King, 2008.
Exams:  There will be three exams, all objective, including the final, and they will count 62% of your final grade.  Thirty-one percent (31%) of your final grade will be based on your recitation work.  Grading will be as follows:  98-100=A+; 93-97=A; 90-92=A-; 88-89=B+; 83-87=B; 80-82=B-; 78-79=C+; 73-77=C; 70-72=C-; 60-69=D; 59 and lower = F.  You will need a scantron.  Seven percent (7%) of your final grade will be based on your research participation (see below).
