Students will review the salient issues of a given disorder or issue typically seen in school settings and present evidence-based interventions and counseling approaches that could be employed by a school psychologist on the job.   Assigned text reading may be used as reference for the presentation, with other sources cited as deemed appropriate.  Interview data from field supervisors or other practicing school psychologists are other appropriate sources of information for this presentation.
Book Review:  Due 10/25/07   
Students are to read and review one supplementary text, providing a 2—3 page description of the book’s useful and important points for classmates as well as instructor.  Each student will be given a brief period of time in class to discuss the utility or non-utility of her chosen book.  Books may be chosen from the list provided or may be approved in advance in consultation with the instructor. 

Consultation Case Description:  Due 11/29/07
Students will describe and evaluate a comprehensive consultation case from the field placement in a 3—5 page paper.  All identifying information will be omitted. A rubric for documentation of the case will be provided.
Termination Paper:  Due 12/13/07

Students will write a short (3—5 page) paper on one or more aspects of termination and will apply the issue to their own direct work with students.  The approach to termination can be generic or specific, research-based or personal as well as combinations of the above.
