Objectives: 

The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to apply material studied during the Psych 300 lecture section and to prepare for lecture exams.  The lab provides students with a forum for asking questions, reviewing concepts, practicing statistical calculations, and learning to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.   

Exams:  

Exams for the lecture part of class will be given during lab sessions.  Remember to bring a green scantron (882-ES – without student ID number) and a calculator.  

Grades: 

Your total lab grade will be worth 70 points of your total Psyc 300 grade.  The lab assignments will consist of worksheets completed during lab time, SPSS in-class assignments, and homework assignments.  

Worksheets: A 5-point worksheet will be completed during lab each week. Nine of the 10 worksheets will be counted toward your final grade for a total of 45 points. 

SPSS assignments: SPSS computer assignments will also be in-class, and are also worth 5 points. Five out of six will be required, for a total of 25 points. Your lowest score will be dropped from this total.  

Homework assignments: Problems will be assigned every week to be collected at the beginning of class the following week. Each homework assignment will be worth 10 points. Eight out of 9 will be required, for a total of 80 points. Late homework will be accepted up to a week late for up to 50% credit.  

Extra credit: There will be a total of 5 extra credit points available. The way to obtain them will be to send me 10 short emails containing a concept that you would like me to go over in lab. I will review these prior to lab and spend about 15-20 minutes in the beginning of lab explaining relevant concepts. In order for an email to be counted it would have to be received by 12am on Mondays before lab. If you understand all the concepts from lecture your email just needs to indicate that you understand the material and have no questions at the moment. Please keep these emails concise and lecture relevant. 

Point conversion: Lab will consist of 70 points of your total grade for the course. Total points possible in lab are 150. The percentage of points gained from lab is taken out of 70 (for the course) to calculate your grade. For example, 135/150 points is 90%.  90% of 70 is 63 points. 


Since the lab requires you to complete various assignments every week, it is important that you do not miss any labs. However, your lowest grade will be dropped from the homework, worksheets, and SPSS assignments, allowing you to miss one lab without harming your grade.
