Objectives: 

The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to apply material studied during the Psyc300 lecture section and to prepare for lecture exams. The lab provides students with a forum for asking questions, reviewing concepts, practicing statistical calculations, and learning to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.  

Exams:  
Exams and pop quizzes for the class will be given during lecture sessions. 

Grading: 
Your total lab grade will be worth 25% of your total Psyc300 grade.  The lab assignments will consist of homework questions typically assigned in previous Thursday and Tuesday lectures, attendance, and SPSS in-class assignments. There may occasionally be homework problems as well.
Homework will be assigned (in lecture) every week and be looked over at the beginning of class the following week for a grade. Homework questions will then all be discussed in lab.  Each homework assignment will be worth 4 points.  Total credit (4 points) will be awarded as long as a genuine effort is made on the entirety of the assignment. A late (up to 1 week) assignment or an incomplete assignment will be awarded half credit (2 points). Late assignments will only be accepted from students who are in attendance the week the assignment was originally due. 

SPSS computer assignments will also be in-class usually in small group format. 

Attendance is crucial to your lab grade. Grade based on number of missing points:  

0-2 = A, 4-6 = B, 8 = C, 10-12 = D, >12 = F.
