REQUIRED TEXT

There are no required texts. Supplementary readings will be assigned based on discussion of student needs and goals. 
COURSE DESCRIPTION
This doctoral practicum consists of group supervision of second year students’ clinical work in a professional psychological services setting. For first year students, the main goals of this course are to (a) learn about the provision of quality clinical services by observing and discussing the clinical work of second year students, and (b) develop the ability to provide constructive feedback on the professional work of their peers. Depending on student interests, the course can include didactic components on practice-related issues (e.g., theories of psychotherapy, treatment planning approaches, practical clinical issues).
COURSE REQUIREMENTS
Participation in Group Supervision. The regular class meeting times will be used for group supervision of second year students’ clinical work, including assessment, psychotherapy, and a mock oral comprehensive exam. Each group member will provide feedback on presenters’ clinical work and presentation material.
GRADING
Final grades will be based on ratings on the relevant items from the “Supervision  Issues” dimension on the Supervision Rating Form. A mean rating will be calculated using the 5-point rating scale on the Supervision Rating Form. This mean will be used to determine final grades as follows:
A 
= Consistently excellent work (overall rating of 4.50 – 5.00) and completion of all requirements
A- 
= Generally excellent work (overall rating of 4.00 – 4.49) and completion of all requirements
B+ 
= Consistently good work (overall rating of 3.50 – 3.99) and completion of all requirements
B 
= Generally good work (overall rating of 3.00 – 3.49) and completion of all requirements
C 
= Substandard work (overall rating below 3.00) and completion of all requirements
F 
= Failure to complete all requirements.
