Goals of the lab: The lab component of this course is an interactive session designed to reinforce the material covered in lectures. You will have the opportunity (and are encouraged) to ask questions about the material covered during this course. By completing homework, quizzes, and in-class assignments, you will apply the statistical concepts you learn in lectures. You will also be introduced to SPSS (Statistical Program for Social Sciences). 

Grading: Your lab grade is worth 25 percent of your total grade for this course. You will have the opportunity over the course of the lab to earn points towards your grade. 

· Quizzes: There will be seven quizzes, accounting for a total of 70 % of your lab grade. If you attend class, do the required readings, and participate in the lab, you should do well on the quizzes. 

· Homework: Homework will be assigned during the lab period and will account for 20 % of your lab grade. Homework assignments are due at the start of lab. Each homework assignment will be graded on a scale of 0 to 2 based on a combination of completeness and effort.

· In-Class Assignments: During each lab period there will be individual or group in-class assignments that will account for 10 % of your grade. These assignments will reinforce material covered during the lecture. In-class assignments will be graded mainly on completeness and effort, with some marks for correctness.

Late Work Grading Policy: There will be no make-up work. If you know you are going to be absent, please contact me in advance so that you can complete the assignment prior to your absence. 

Use of Technology: The lab section for this course will include instruction in statistical analysis using SPSS software.  Also, all students in the class will also be expected to have an active email account, as some of the course assignments and test preparation materials will be made available only via email.
