Recitation Section: This recitation section will serve to supplement the coursework reviewed during the lecture section by reinforcing core concepts.  The format of the course will include discussion of questions, written assignments in which theories will be applied, and review in preparation for lecture exams.  In some instances, the course will introduce new material not otherwise presented in the lecture. The Psychology 100 recitation sections offer students an opportunity to participate in discussions, ask questions, and cover additional material in a smaller classroom setting following the prior week’s lectures.  Please come to class prepared by reading assignments in advance.  
Course Goals:  

1.  Students will know and understand fundamental concepts within each area of psychology, and be able to apply these concepts to basic novel situations.

2. Students will know and understand fundamental concepts of research in the behavioral sciences, and be able to apply these concepts to basic novel situations.

Grades:

The recitation section is worth 18% of your grade for PSYC 100.  Your grade in the recitation section will be determined by attendance, participation in class discussions and activities, and completion of in-class and homework assignments.  
Attendance—1/3 of grade; credit received if student is present in class.

Participation—1/3 of grade; credit received if student contributes questions and participates in discussions and activities during class.  

Assignments—1/3 of grade; unannounced quizzes, questions, homework, or group assignments; full credit received for work turned in when due and completed thoroughly and accurately; half credit received for work turned in when due and completed less thoroughly; no credit for work not turned in or work not turned in when due.  Credit for all assignments will be averaged for this portion of the grade.  

NO late assignments will be accepted.  
In-class activities: We will do some practice quizzes from the book to review material and other “sharpen your thinking/critical controversy/apply your knowledge” activities from the book.  We will also work through some problems (especially in relation to research methods) and case examples.
