Recitation Goals:  The goal of recitation is to reiterate material taught in lecture by Dr. Bitler.  In general, we will begin by reviewing the previous week’s lecture material followed by a group activity or discussion designed to further reinforce the concepts and ideas you will be learning.  I will also answer any questions you may have about the material you are learning.

Grading:  Recitation will count towards 20% of your final course grade.  Your grades will be determined by the following:

1) Although I will not take attendance, during each recitation I will assign a short group activity that you will first discuss within your small groups.  Each group member is responsible for contributing one key discussion point which can be talked about during the class discussion.  At the end of class, you will turn in one sheet of paper per group with the ideas you generated.    This accounts for 10% of your total recitation grade.  If you miss two or less, you will receive full credit. 

2) I will also be assigning 5 homework assignments randomly throughout the semester.  Each assignment will be worth 1% of your total recitation grade.  You must turn in a copy at the beginning of class and also be prepared to discuss it with the class.

3) The final 5% of your recitation grade is based on your participation in class.  I will be looking for you to actively participate by contributing to discussions.  I also expect that you will not disrupt the class in any way by texting or using a laptop.  I will also be looking for you to show up to class on time and avoid any other disruptive behaviors.

Schedule:  In general, I will be following the schedule outlined in Dr. Bitler’s course syllabus.  However, I will be one week behind so as to allow you to attend lecture before we talk about the material in class.  Please understand that this schedule may change based on other circumstances.  I hope that you will come to recitation after reading the selected book chapters and attending Dr. Bitler’s lecture.
