Exams: There are three exams that each have 50 regular T-F and multiple-choice questions and 6 bonus questions. You will need scantrons; the aqua or green ones work; the orange or red ones do not. Exams will cover material from the textbook as well as lecture notes. Some basic outline notes will be provided but do not rely on them in place of attending class or you will not score well on the exams. 

Make-ups: There are no make-ups, unless you can have medical documentation that you were unable to attend the examination you missed.  In the absence of such documentation, you receive a chance score (24 Points) so don't miss any if you can possibly help it. 

Final Exam:  The final exam will not be comprehensive (cumulative). It will be a take-home, short paper on a topic to be assigned on the last day of class. The final exam is to be submitted to me via email on 12/14 (the final exam date for this class) by 11:59pm.  
Extra credit Extra credit assignments are designed to extend your knowledge and reward you for extra effort. Extra credit assignments will be announced in class and some of them may even be completed in class. These will consist of reading short articles and writing brief responses to them not to exceed one page in length.
