Course Goals

Lab meetings will focus on providing you with hands-on experience analyzing and interpreting data using SPSS and other statistical software, as well as covering homework assignments. The course will emphasize conceptual understanding and practical skills, including (a) how to create a dataset and prepare it for analysis using SPSS, (b) when to use specific statistical techniques, (c) how to use those techniques, (d) how to interpret results, and (e) how to report results.
Lab Requirements

Weekly lab activities will be assigned to aid students in understanding important concepts and help them develop skills in statistical analysis and interpretation of results. Lab assignments will be graded according to a 3 point scoring system (0-2). Assignments that are not completed or have very little of the work complete will receive a score of 0. Assignments that are only partially completed will receive a score of 1. Assignments that are fully completed and show effort on the students’ part will receive a score of 2. 
Homework and labs are worth 30% of final grades for students who are completing the literature review, and 40% of final grades for students who are not completing the lit review. 
Assignments and in class work will reflect what was covered in the previous lecture. Assignments will be posted and blackboard prior to lab meetings and completed copies will be due in lab the following week. Late work will not be accepted.
