Course Description & Goals
The Spring DBS professional seminar is designed to build off and continue the sense of community for first year graduate students in ADP and BIO that was formed during the Fall professional seminar, to foster an academic and supportive context for all graduate students in DBS, and to serve as a mechanism for facilitating student organization of the DBS brown-bag colloquia series.
