Quizzes (50%):  At the end of each lab, students will take a quiz on the material covered in class.  Your understanding of the topics we have covered in that lab will be essential for you to perform well on the quizzes, and you will be given the opportunity to ask any lingering questions about the material before the quiz is handed out.  Quizzes cannot be made up, but your lowest quiz grade will be dropped.
