Course paper guidelines and requirements:   A research paper that investigates/expands upon the views and psychological ideas of a person in your text or highly relevant to the field of psychology is required. A suggested list of psychologists will be distributed It must be written in APA style, including citations and the reference section.  The minimum length is six typed pages. The maximum length is 10 pages, NOT including references. I will assign the figure in the history of psychology, but am happy to entertain your requests and suggestions. These must be turned in by Thursday, July 15th.
You may consult academic journals (e.g., the History of Psychology or Journal of the History of the Behavioral Sciences ), biographies and autobiographies (for example, Hall’s The life and Confessions of a Psychologist, Carl Rogers’ On Becoming a Person), and original writings.  All sources must be referenced.  If you use the world wide web for research, you must cite your sources. There’s a large amount of inaccurate information on the web.  Inaccurate information will count against your grade. 
The paper is due on the last day of class. Late papers will lose 25% credit. 
Group Presentations:  Groups will be assigned. Each group will be assigned a topic relating to a major system in psychology and expand upon it. Presentations will include powerpoint slides and will last from 30-45 minutes. Presentations will, in part, be peer-graded.

Extra credit: Students can enroll in Psyc 328 and earn an extra hour of course credit.
