Objective: The statistics lab is designed to allow students to be able to solidify the material learned in the PSYC 300 lecture portion of the class and to properly apply the concepts.  The lab also will introduce the student to a statistics software package, SPSS.  Weekly homework assignments, in-class worksheets, and SPSS assignments will be given to meet the objectives.

Exams:  Exams for the lecture part of class will be given during lab.  You will need a green scantron (882-ES – without student ID number) and a calculator.  Retakes are detailed in the lecture syllabus.  

Grades: Your total lab grade will be worth 70 points of your total PSYC 300 grade.  The lab assignments will consist of worksheets, homework assignments, and SPSS in-class assignments.  Late work will not be accepted after a week from the due date for 50% credit only.

· Homework will be assigned every week to be collected at the beginning of class the following week.  The homework assignment prior to an exam will be designed as a review to help you prepare for the exam.  Each homework assignment will be worth 10 points.  Homework will be graded for effort more so than for correct answer.  THREE HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE DROPPED.  

· SPSS computer assignments will also be in-class, and are also worth 5 points. ONE SPSS ASSIGNMENT WILL BE DROPPED. 

· 15-point worksheets will be completed during lab, (sometimes these will be done in groups or in pairs).  ONE IN-CLASS WORKSHEET WILL BE DROPPED.   

· Participation is based on your class attendance, which in turn is based on your completion of in-class assignments.  Please remember to come prepared to lab, bring your calculator to lab, this will count towards your participation grade. Your participation grade is worth 5 points.
