Required Text:  Statistics for the Behavioral Sciences (6th edition), Gravetter & Wallnau

Objective:  The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to apply material presented in the Psych 300 lecture section and to prepare for lecture exams.  The lab provides students a forum to ask questions, review concepts, practice statistical calculations, and to learn to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.

Grades:  Your total lab grade will equal 410 points, which also accounts for 25% of your 

lecture grade.  The lab assignments will consist of homework assignments, quizzes, worksheets, and SPSS in-class assignments.


Homework:  Homework will be assigned during class to be collected at the 


beginning of class the following week.  Each homework will be worth  


10 points.  10 out of 11 homework assignments will be required, totaling   



100 points during the semester.  Homework will be graded as follows:  


5 points for fully completing it and turning it in on time, and 5 points for 


trying each question by showing all work.  If you complete all 11 


assignments, you will keep the 10 highest scores.  Late homework will not 


be accepted.  Also, you may consult with your classmates regarding use of


formulas and understanding of concepts, but homework problems are to be


completed on your own.  

Quizzes:  Quizzes will require computation to answer statistics problems.       

 
Because Dr. Sanford will not test your computational skills during lecture      


exams, this is our chance to test your ability to calculate answers to 


problems.  Each quiz will be worth 25 points.  4 out of 5 will be required, 


totaling 100 points during the semester.  If you complete all 5 


quizzes, you will keep the 4 highest scores.  Use of notes and books will


NOT be allowed for completion of quizzes, although all relevant formulas


will be provided.

Worksheets:  Worksheets will be completed in groups during the lab, so you 


must be present to complete these assignments.  Each worksheet will be 


worth 15 points.  7 out of 8 will be required, totaling 105 points during the


semester.  If you complete all 8 worksheets, you will keep the 7 highest 


scores.

SPSS Computer Assignments:  These will be conducted in class, so you must be


so you must be present to complete the assignments.  Each SPSS will be 


worth 15 points.  7 out of 8 will be required, totaling 105 points during the 


semester.  If you complete all 8 assignments, you will keep the 7 highest


scores.

Bonus Points:  If you successfully complete all 10 homework assignments 


(meaning you receive all 100 points for timeliness and effort), you will


receive 10 bonus points toward your final grade.
