Course Description and Goals

This course examines several aspects of personality psychology.  The overall aim of this course is to help students gain a basic understanding of: 1) the ways personality can be studied and measured, 2) the structure and assumptions of several major theories of personality, and 3) how to think critically about a personality theory and evaluate it’s utility to researchers, practitioners, and the general public.  The course will review the research methods and assessment techniques commonly used in personality psychology, provide an overview of several influential theoretical frameworks, current trends in the field and explore how cultural differences can impact the ways in which personality is conceptualized. 

Grades

There will be three quizzes and four exams (including the final exam).  Quizzes will include only multiple choice items and exams will include both multiple choice, short answer, and essay items.  The final exam is the only cumulative exam and the format of the final will differ from other exams in that it will include mostly essay items.  Your grade will be the average of the best two of your three quiz scores (20 pts. each) plus the average of the best three of your four exam scores (80 pts. each).  This grading method allows you to drop your lowest quiz and exam scores.  Missed quizzes or exams will count as your dropped score and makeup exams/quizzes will be arranged only for substantial (and documented) reasons.  You may omit the third quiz and/or final exam if you are satisfied with your average up to that point.
