Objective: The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to practice and apply material presented in the lecture and to prepare for exams.  The lab provides students with a forum to ask questions, review concepts, practice statistical calculations, and learn to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.  

Exams: Exams will be taken during the lab.  You will need to bring green scantron 
882-ES sheets and a calculator.  The re-take policy is outlined on the lecture syllabus.
Grading/Course Requirements:

Your lab grade will make up 19% or 70 points of your total class grade of 371 points.   Your lab grade will be based on homework, in-class assignments and SPSS assignments.  Each homework assignment will be worth 10 points.  Each in class assignment will be worth 8 points and each SPSS assignment will be worth 5 points.  At the end of the semester the points will be totaled and a percentage will be calculated.  Your final lab grade will be the percentage of total points earned times 70.  So if you get 85% of the total possible points in the lab, your lab grade would be 59.5 points (70 x .85 = 59.5).

Homework – Homework will be assigned weekly and will be collected at the beginning of the next class.  Homework will be graded both for accuracy and work shown and returned the following week.  We will review the homework assignments in class the day they are due.  Homework can be turned in up to one week late with a 50% reduction in points.  Your lowest homework grade will be dropped.
In Class Activities – There will be in-class assignments each week.  Students will work in small groups together on these assignments.  These assignments will be turned in at the end of class to be graded and returned the following week. You must be in class to complete these assignments.  Your lowest in-class assignment grade will be dropped.
SPSS Assignments – There will be SPSS assignments each week.  Students will work individually on these assignments during class.   You must be present to complete these assignments.  Your lowest SPSS assignment grade will be dropped.
Missed Class/Assignment Policy - In order to receive all points possible toward your lab grade, class attendance is necessary.  I understand, however, that unforeseen emergencies arise.  Therefore, in addition to dropping the lowest grades for each type of assignment, I will consider accepting late assignments or allowing make-up assignments on a case by case basis.
