Course Goals:  This lab is set up for you to gain more practice and a deeper understanding of the materials that is presented in lecture.  You will have the opportunity to ask questions, review concepts, practice statistical calculations, and begin to learn how to use SPSS (a statistical software program used in data analysis).  

Honor Code: All provisions of the GMU honor code will be followed in this class, and these are detailed in the university catalog.  

Grading:  Your lab grade is worth 70 points of your overall PSYC 300 grade.  

Of the 70 points:

50% Homework (maximum 35 points)

20% SPSS (max. 14 points)

30% In-Class worksheets (max. 21 points)
Homework: All homework assignments will be collected at the beginning of class and will be worth 10 points.  Homework will be graded on correct answer and procedure, as you will be able to gain partial credit even if your answer is wrong.  Answers to the homework will be posted online after class, in order for you to check your answers/work (and answers will remain posted until the end of the semester).  I will return corrected homework in the following lab.  There are 10 homework assignments due over the course of the semester, and I will count 9 of them toward your grade (if you complete all 10, I’ll count the 9 highest scores).  To figure out your final homework grade, I will average all your homework scores together at the end of the semester and multiply it by the point value listed above.  If you have an 80% on homework assignments, multiply .80 by 35 (points).  You would earn 28 points toward your PSYC 300 grade.  If you are late to lab by more than 20 mins., I will deduct 2 points from that homework assignment, and I will not accept homework turned in after lab is over.  
SPSS:  You may work with up to 3 people on in-class SPSS assignments, however, groups will change each lab.  There will be 9 SPSS assignments over the semester and will be graded on percent correct, and I will count the highest 8 scores for each student.  Each SPSS assignment will be worth 5 points, if you get a 4/5, you would earn an 80%.  For final SPSS grades, if you have an overall 90% average for SPSS assignments, multiply .90 by 14 and you would earn 12.6 points toward your lab grade.
Worksheets:  There are 11 in-class worksheet assignments due and are graded on percentage correct.  Each worksheet is worth 10 points.  If you have 6/10 problems correct, you will earn a 60% for that worksheet.  For final worksheet points, I will count the highest 10 scores for each student, take an average of that, then multiply it by 21 points.  If you have an overall 70% on worksheets, multiply .70 by 21, and you would earn 14.7 points toward your grade.  You may work alone or with one other person on these assignments (and you are free to change work partners each week).  
Since this lab requires that you complete various assignments every week, it is important that you do not miss any labs.  Should an emergency arise, I need to receive an email BEFORE lab begins.  In order to still receive credit for your work and make up any missing assignments, I will need to see proof of the emergency (i.e. a doctor’s note, etc.).
