GOALS:
This course is designed to help you understand the principles and concepts underlying the use of statistics. We will cover descriptive and inferential statistics, and you will be expected both to understand and to apply various statistical techniques.

EXAMS:
Exams will consist of multiple‑choice, matching, true/false, short answer and problem questions.

Calculators will be allowed, but all work must be shown. Emphasis will be on concepts and correct use of formulas

(a formula sheet will be given) rather than numerical answers. (Math errors only merit a .5 pt deduction). Exams will

focus on the chapters covered since the last test, but the final will be partially cumulative, Exams will include

material covered
in lecture, laboratory, text and handouts.

We are aiming for mastery of the material, so a re‑take exam will be given after all exams (except the final). For the first two exams, students may take the better grade of the original and retake exams. (So, if a student should score lower on the retest, the higher grade will be kept). For the last two exams, students can earn the average of the two exams or can increase their grade up to two letter grades (whichever technique gives the better score).

These retake exams are given on Friday afternoons, so please try to plan your work schedule accordingly ‑ talk to me if that is impossible, and we can try to arrange an alternative time. There will be no other make‑up exams, unless there are unusual circumstances. If some emergency should arise, I need to receive an e‑mail or voice mail message BEFORE, the scheduled exam.

You will need a GREEN scantron ( the older one without the student ID number works best) and a calculator for exams.

There will be 7 feedback forms in the course of the semester on which you will indicate

how comfortable you are with the material and which concepts are the most and least clear. These will be worth 2 pts

each . I will count 6. If you have all 7, 1 will count the 7th as extra credit.
