Objective: The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to apply material studied during the Psych 300 lecture section and to prepare for lecture exams.  The lab provides students with a forum for asking questions, reviewing concepts, practicing statistical calculations, and learning to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.  

Exams:  Exams for the lecture part of class will be given during lab.  You will need a green scantron (882-ES – without student ID number) and a calculator.  Retakes are detailed in the lecture syllabus.  

Grades: Your total lab grade will be worth 70 points of your total psyc 300 grade.  The lab assignments will consist of worksheets, homework assignments, and SPSS in-class assignments.  Late work will not be accepted without a documented medical excuse. 

· Homework will be assigned every week to be collected at the beginning of class the following week.  It will not be assigned on weeks prior to an exam.  Each homework assignment will be worth 5 points.  Nine out of 10 will be required, for a total of 45 out of 50 homework points.  

· SPSS computer assignments will also be in-class, and are also worth 5 points. Nine out of 10 will be required, for a total of 45 out of 50 points. 

· 5-point worksheets will be completed during lab.  One 10-point, take-home worksheet will be assigned over Spring Break.  The total points assigned will be 50, but like the homework and SPSS assignments, only 45 points will be required.   

· Participation is based on your class attendance, which in turn is based on your completion of in-class assignments.  Your participation grade is worth 5 points.
