Required Text and Supplies:  

· Statistics for the Behavioral Sciences (6th edition), Gravetter & Wallnau

· One 3 ½” floppy disk

Objective:  The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to apply material presented in the Psych 300 lecture section and to prepare for lecture exams.  The lab provides students a forum to ask questions, review concepts, practice statistical calculations, and to learn to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.

Exams:  Exams for the lecture part of class will be given during lab.  You will need a green scantron (882-ES – without student ID number) and a calculator.  Retakes are detailed in the lecture syllabus.  

Grades:  Your total lab grade will be worth 80 points of your PSYC 300 grade.  The lab assignments will consist of homework assignments, worksheets, and SPSS in-class assignments.  Total points assigned = 240.  Your percentage grade in the class will account for approximately 21% (80 points) of your grade in Dr. Wanschura’s class.  For example, 196 points = 81.67% in the lab, which equals 65.34 points for your final lab total.  These points will then be added to your total points earned in Dr. Wanschura’s class. 

HOMEWORK:  

· All assignments will be graded on percent correct.  For example, a homework assignment of 10 questions is worth 10 points.  If your homework has 9 questions out of 10 correct, then you will get 90% of 10 points, or 9 points. 

· Homework will be assigned during class to be collected at the beginning of class the following week.  If you are not in class when we begin grading homework assignments, 2 points (or 20%) will be taken from your homework assignment.  (No homework will be due on exam days).
· Each homework assignment will be worth 10 points.  There will be 9 homework assignments required – a total of 90 points during the session.  Late homework can be turned in up to one week late with a 50% reduction in points.  Therefore, if you score 90% on your homework and turn it in late you would get 4.5 points.  (100% = 10 pts, 90% = 9 pts, ½ pts for late = 4.5.)  If you complete all 10 assignments you will keep the highest 9 scores.  

WORKSHEETS:  

· Worksheets will be completed in groups during the lab, so you 

must be present to complete these assignments.  Each worksheet will be 

worth 10 points.  There will be 10 worksheets; you will be required to complete 9 – a total of 90 points during the session.  If you complete all 10 worksheets you will keep the highest 9 scores.
SPSS COMPUTER ASSIGNMENTS:  

· These will be conducted individually in class, so you must be present to complete the assignments.  Each SPSS assignment will be 

worth 5 points.  There will be 9 SPSS assignments, and you will be required to complete 8 – a total of 40 points during the session.  If you complete all 9 assignments you will keep the highest 8 scores.
PARTICIPATION:

· Participation is based on your class attendance and effort, which in turn is based on your completion of in-class assignments.  Your participation grade is worth 20 points.

· In addition, if you arrive to class 30 minutes or more late, not only will your homework be penalized (2 points will be taken off), but your worksheet and SPSS assignment will be considered late as well and will only receive half credit.  That is, if you arrive 30 minutes or more late, your worksheet worth 10 and SPSS assignment worth 5 points will only be worth 5 and 2.5 points respectively.

· Since this lab requires you to complete various assignments every week, it is important that you do not miss any labs.  If an emergency should arise, I need to receive an e-mail BEFORE you miss the lab.  In order to make up any work and not be penalized, I will need to see proof of the emergency (i.e. doctor’s note).  Traffic is NOT an excuse.
