Course objectives:  The major focus of this semester is to give you practice in administering, scoring, and interpreting the Wechsler Intelligence Scale (primarily WISCs), carrying out brief clinical interviews with adults (parents) and children, and writing up psychological reports.





Course requirements:  You will be required to perform and write up three intellectual assessments this semester (probably WISC-IVs).  Our goals are to:


	l.   give valid administrations of the test


	2.  score the tests accurately


	3.  perform adequate and appropriate interviews with both parents and child 


	4.  write accurate and useful reports based upon the test and interview data we


		have obtained


	5.  carry out the feedback session with parent(s) and child in a constructive and 			professional manner


	6.  perform all work in a timely and professional manner





Grading:  Your grade for the semester will depend upon your achievement of the goals listed above.  Major failures including serious errors in test administration and scoring, poor or inappropriate interviewing, sloppy and/or inaccurate reports, or failure to conduct your work in a timely and professional manner will result in a lowered course grade.





Reading:  Review of pertinent material from PSYC 810 and your notes on doing a clinical and social history interview from PSYC 880 may be helpful.  Additional brief readings on assessment, professional ethics, or other clinical topics may be handed out from time to time.





Class time:  Most of our class time will be used to review and discuss your test results and interviews.  Please come each week prepared to present your test and/or interview data.  This may include setting up the TV and VCR and/or making copies of your test protocol to share with us.


	As time permits and depending on your interests,  I can present information about related clinical topics such as  transference and countertransference, client resistance, working with culturally diverse populations, etc. for our discussion.
