A 6–10 page APA (8%) formatted paper is due April 21 at the beginning of class. The objective of this assignment is for you to integrate historical material presented in this course with a current psychological topic of interest to you. Possible topics will be discussed in class. Before researching/writing, it is strongly suggested that you send your proposed paper topic to me via e-mail (in the form of a thesis statement) for approval. The paper must include at least five references from outside the course. The cover sheet and reference pages do not count toward the page length requirement.  Late papers may only be turned in during subsequent class periods, and there will be a 12% grade penalty for each class period they are late. E-mails and electronic copies will not be accepted.
4) Seven unannounced quizzes (2% each) will be given throughout the semester, at the beginning of class.  The lowest quiz score will be dropped and the highest quiz score will count as two grades. There will be no make-up quizzes (since you are already able to replace your lowest quiz score).
