 STUDY GUIDE optional  (Many students find it helpful)

GOAL:
We will study the development of children from conception to age 12 in such areas as physical, cognitive, language, emotional, self, moral, gender, and social development. Our goal is to use theory, research and observation to deepen our understanding and awareness of children.

WEB CT: The course syllabus, paper assignments, discussion topics, and notes from each chapter will be available on line through web ct. The notes will be from a previous semester and will not include all the material covered in class this summer, since I am in the process of revising my notes. If you should happen to miss a class, download the notes,  but be sure to borrow another student’s notes as well. 

EXAMS:  There will be three exams. Each exam will include multiple choice questions (perhaps some true/false and  matching) and short answer and essay questions. They will include the material covered since the previous exam. The final will be a cumulative, all multiple choice exam. It will be OPTIONAL. You can use it to substitute for a low exam grade or a missing exam grade. You will need  green scantrons for each exam. (75 pts each)

If you are unable to make an exam, you must leave a message on my e-mail or voice mail BEFORE the scheduled exam.  Otherwise, you will have to use the final as a substitute.

OBSERVATION:  There will be one naturalistic observation project. Details will be given in class. (12 pts)

INTERACTION: There will be one interaction project (e.g. doing a Piagetian task with a 3 yr old). Details will be given in class. We will discuss informed consent and give suggestions. (24 pts)

DISCUSSIONS:  We will periodically break into groups for discussions or group projects. THREE of these will be documented by a written record from the group, signed by all the members. You can make up ONE of the three, if you happen to miss one of these documented discussions, by writing up the topic on your own and turning it in by July 26. (3 pts each)

APPLICATIONS:  Every few classes (see syllabus) you will have an opportunity to provide an example or suggest an application in your present or future life for the most recent material covered. (2 pts each)  (Count 5, drop 1 -the 6th one can be used for extra credit if you have all the others).

EXTRA CREDIT:  

1) There will be 2 extra credit true/false question on each exam.(1 pt each)  

2) ONE TIME, you can clip an article from a recent newspaper or magazine or print an article from the internet on a topic relevant to the course.  The article should be turned in with a cover sheet including the name and source of article and several sentences commenting on its value, interest, support of text, contradiction to text – something that would encourage me to read the article. It must be turned in by 7/26 at the latest. (3 pts)

3) ON-LINE QUIZZES – There will be 3 on-line practice quizzes. They will be up on Web CT for a fixed period of time – usually several days before and after the exam (except exam 3 which will go off line by 3 pm on 7/31). For any quiz you complete and get at least 7 out of 10 correct, you will earn two points extra credit, for a possible total of 6 points extra credit.

DUE DATES:  Papers are due by the end of class on the date listed on the syllabus. There will be a 10% reduction in grade for each class period it is late, up until July 31.   NO papers will be accepted after noon on July 31.

GRADES:  Grades will be based on a total of 280 points – Exams(3) (75 pts each) - 225;  Observation - 12 pts; Interaction - 24 pts;  Discussions(3) (3 pts each) – 9; Applications(6) (2 pts each, drop 1) - 10. Letter grades will be A= 260 pts; A- = 252 pts; B+ = 243.5 pts; B = 232.5 pts;  B- = 224 pts;  C+ = 215.5 pts; C = 196 pts;  D = 168;  F(below 168).
