Term Paper:


You will research in depth a counseling theory.  Your paper will need to cover the following sections: (1) Historical background, (2) Basic Constructs; (3) normal development and development of behavior problems; (4) counseling techniques; (5) Differential diagnosis and treatment; (6) Treatment Sequence; (7) Evaluation of counseling outcome.


Your paper should be approximately  13-15 pages, excluding references.

Final Exam:


The final exam will be administered in class and cover lectures and assigned readings.

Counseling Tape


You will turn in a six minute counseling tape where you have acted as a counselor and one other member of class who will role play a client.  The client will present a personal problem and you are to use the intentional interviewing skills learned in class to conduct an interview/counseling session with the client.
