FINAL EXAMINATION – NORMAL CLASS TIME

COURSE GOALS.  This course surveys many different subareas within Psychology.  A focus is on how biological factors, perceptions and expectations, and learning influences many different aspects of behavior. To successfully complete this course, you must be able to answer factual questions about behavior, use your knowledge to draw conclusions from new data, interpret psychological data, and apply psychological principles to new situations. 

GRADES: There will be four exams (including the final exam) which will be primarily or exclusively multiple choice. The first three are not cumulative, but the final IS cumulative. Your grade will be the average of your BEST THREE of the four; that is, your lowest grade will be dropped.  Makeup exams will be arranged only for substantial reasons.  However, if you are satisfied with your grade after the first three exams, you may omit the final.  Answers to MC items must be on scantrons, which you must purchase at the bookstore.

Extra credit.  There will be some opportunities to participate in experiments for extra credit.  For each hour you participate, you will receive 1% extra credit, added onto your final grade.

HONOR CODE: Your exam performance must be your own work, but you may use any means you like to learn the material.  I encourage studying in groups.  Taping lectures is permitted. No written material may be used during exams.
