Student Presentations
Grading:

Participation (10%): Students are required to participate in class discussion.  Points will be rewarded for the quality of comments rather than the frequency of comments made.

Exam (25%): An in-class examination will be given which will reflect materials presented in class and from the assigned readings.  The examination will be given on July 10th and will cover all materials to date.

Life History Review (25%): Students are required to write a report of an interview and life history of an older adult (age 65 and over).  An interview and paper outline will be provided.  This is due at the beginning of class on June 17th.

Presentation (10%): Students will all give 10 to 15 minute presentations on their final paper topic.  Students may work in groups of 2 and are required to use empirical research to support their presentations. These presentations will be given in class on July 15th and July 17th.

Final Paper (30%): A 10 page APA style paper on an aging topic of your choice is due on July 19th by 5:00 p.m.  The instructor must approve paper topics (which are also your presentation topics) on or before June 12th.  Students must use at least 8 empirical research articles as reference.  Web citations are not allowed.  Formal guidelines of the paper will be discussed in class.

The grade distribution will adhere to the standard university distribution: A (94-100), A- (90-93), B+ (87-89), B (84-86), B- (80-83), C+ (77-79), C (70-76), D (60-69). While the final distribution will be no more stringent than that above, I reserve the right to make it less stringent— based on final grades. Keep in mind that a minimum grade of C is required to receive credit for this course.
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
