Objective: The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to apply material presented in the PSYC 300 lecture section and to prepare for lecture exams.  The lab provides students with a forum to ask questions, review concepts, practice statistical calculations and learn to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.  

Grades: Your total lab grade will be worth 70 points of your psych 300 grade.  The lab assignments will consist of worksheets, homework, and SPSS in-class assignments. There are 300 total points that can be earned in the lab.
Homework: All assignments will be graded on percentage correct and effort.  Each homework assignment is worth 10 points.  There will be 10 homework assignments.  Your lowest homework grade will be dropped.  (90 points)
Late assignments:  All assignments are due at the beginning of class.  If assignments are not turned in within five minutes of the beginning of class, a 20% reduction will be taken off.  You will be allowed 1 late homework assignment that can be turned in up to 5 days late with no penalty.  If you can not make a class, assignments must be emailed to me before the class begins or they will be considered late.  Assignments will not be accepted after the due date class time has ended.  If you need to miss a class I will need proof that there has been an emergency.  Traffic is not an excuse.  
In-class SPSS assignments: These will be completed individually or in groups in-class.  There will be a total of 10 assignments.  Your lowest grade will be dropped.  (90 points)
Worksheets: These will be completed during lab and you must be present to complete these assignments.  Each work sheet will be worth 10 points.  Work sheets can be completed individually or in groups.  Your lowest grade will be dropped.  (100 points)
