Objective: The statistics lab is designed to give students an opportunity to apply material studied during the Psych 300 lecture section and to prepare for lecture exams.  The lab provides students with a forum for asking questions, reviewing concepts, practicing statistical calculations, and learning to use SPSS statistical software for data analysis.  
Exams:  Exams for the lecture part of class will be given during lab time.  You will need a green scantron and a calculator.  The retaking of exams is detailed in the lecture syllabus.

Grades: Your total lab grade will be out of 65 points.  The lab assignments will consist of worksheets, homework assignments, and SPSS in-class assignments.  

· Homework will be assigned every week to be graded at the beginning of class the following week.  It will not be assigned on weeks prior to an exam.  Each homework assignment will be worth 5 points.  10 will be assigned, but only 9 will be required.  
· Worksheets will be completed in groups during lab.  Each worksheet will be worth 5 points.  They will be graded in class.  10 will be assigned, but only 9 will be required.  
· SPSS assignments will also be in-class, and are intended to familiarize you with computer software commonly used to interpret and analyze statistical data.  Each SPSS assignment is worth 5 points. 10 will be assigned, but only 9 will be required.  
· Participation is based on your class attendance, which in turn is based on your completion of in-class assignments.  Your participation grade is worth 5 points. 

· Please remember to bring your calculator to lab.
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· Completion of the extra assignments does not increase the total possible points available to you.  The number of points you accumulate will be converted into a percentage of 140, which will be translated into a score out of 65 (your total available points for the lab course).  For example, 120/140 points is about 86%.  86% of 65 is 55.9 points, and that will be your lab grade.
