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Psychology 324, Personality Theory, emphasizes the major alternative theories of personality that have been proposed in the twentieth century.  Singled out for special attention are the formulations which attempt to deal with personality functions as a consequence of the special image of the psychological person which they advocate.

The textbook for this class is Personality and Personal Growth 5th Edition by James Fadiman and Robert Frager.  Grades in this class will be based on two tests, a final, and a paper (topic will be discussed in class).  Tests are not cumulative.  Make-up tests will be allowed only with documented proof of an emergency.
