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Goals of the course

The goal of this class is to familiarize you with current concepts and research on adult psychopathology.  Class meetings will consist of lectures designed to provide a broad overview of the topic for that class, and discussions.  Typically, we will cover diagnosis and classification, epidemiology, course, and the genetic, neurobiological, and psychosocial factors implicated in the etiology, pathogenesis, and maintenance of the disorder.  We will not discuss treatment, as that is the focus of other courses.

Readings


The required readings, listed below, consist of several papers per week.  You may find it helpful to read the relevant sections from the American Psychiatric Associations’ Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders, fourth edition-text revision (DSM-IV-TR).  You are required to purchase the DSM-IV-TR.  

Grades

A. EXAM.  There will be a final (take-home) exam consisting of essay-type questions covering the entire semester that will count for 30% of your grade.  The exam will be distributed during class and you will have approximately one week to complete it.  You will be able to refer to your readings, notes, etc. in completing the exam but you may not discuss, confer, or in any way share your responses with other students in the class!  

C. PARTICIPATION.  Class participation will account for 30% of your grade.  You are expected to come to class having already read the assigned material and prepared to make comments, raise questions, and offer opinions on the comments and questions of others.  In addition, each student (or two students together) will serve as the discussion leader for the assigned readings (or specialized topic) for one class.  You should choose a lecture that you would like to be the discussion leader of by the second class.  

D. TERM PAPER.  The remaining 40% of the semester grade will be based upon a paper. The paper should be an integrative review of the available literature on a specialized topic of your choosing that follows APA publication guidelines and is approximately 25 (typed, double-spaced) pages (of text) in length.  The paper must be submitted to me before December 6th, 2004.  Select a topic on psychopathology that you would like to learn more about.  You must obtain topic approval by me by the end of September 2004 (i.e., submit a paragraph or two about the nature of your topic).
