There will be 5 short (1‑2 pages) papers in which you will relate course material


to your life – e.g.  If you or your significant other were pregnant right now, what


changes would need to be made to your/her lifestyle to protect the developing


child? (7 points each ‑ I will count 4 toward total required points; if you do all


five, the fifth one will be considered extra credit)

CLASS ACTIVITIES:
Periodically we will have class discussions or other graded class activities.


there will be 5 of these. You can make one of these up. (3 points each)

EXTRA CREDIT:
There will be 2 extra credit true/false questions on each exam. In addition, you


can clip one article from a recent newspaper or magazine or print an article from


the internet on a topic relevant to the course. The article should be turned in with


a cover sheet including the name and source of the article and several sentences


summarizing it, commenting on its value, interest, support of the text,

 contradiction to tile text ‑ something that would encourage me to read the article.
