Text: Berk, Development Through the Lifespan Study Guide to Berk is optional but very highly recommended.

Course Objectives: The purpose of this course is to familiarize the student with the history, theoretical base, and current theories and data in the area of Developmental Psychology. This course also strives to provide the student with an opportunity to apply developmental theories in particular instances to fin‑ther enhance the student's familiarity with and understanding of Developmental Psychology.

Exams: This class has four exams, including the final. The first three exams are not cumulative, but the final will be cumulative. Each exam will consist of multiple choice and essay questions. Your best three exam scores will be used in calculating your grade for the course. The lowest score will be dropped. If you miss an exam for any mason that exam will be the score dropped. There will be no makeup exams. If you are satisfied with your grade after the first three exams, you will not have to take the final. Multiple choice questions on the exams will require scantrons, which the student must purchase in the bookstore.

Papers: There will be two papers for this class. These papers will each be a 3‑4 page reaction paper to a news article (dated after July 31, 2000) of your choice from a periodical (magazines, newspapers, etc.). The first page or so should summarize the article, and the other pages should include your responses to the article, as well as supporting statements for your responses (you may use prior classes, other instructor's information, class or text rnaterial or sources of your choice to support your argument). Since you already know when the papers are due and have a significant amount of time to work on them, NO LATE PAPERS WILL BE ACCEPTED.

Participation: Your grades will be based in part on in‑class work and projects, as well as homework and assignments given out in class.

Grades: Each exam will be 20% of your grade. The two reaction papers will each be 10% of your grade. Participation will be 20%. Failure to turn in a reaction paper will result in a 5% reduction in your grade.

Honor Code: Although your assignments, papers, and exams must be your own work, you are permitted any means of studying which you find helpful. I encourage studying in groups. There are no old exams.
