REQUIREMENTS:

1. Satisfactory completion (A or B) of five intellectual assessment cases at the clinic.  This includes case management, testing with and scoring of the WISC III or the BINET IV, report writing and interpretive session with client or parents.

2. All of your work is supervised. This includes:

live observation of the administration of the first case by the TA 

protocol scoring accuracy by the TA 

report review by your supervisor 

live observation of your interpretive conference

While some supervision will take place by phone or written memo, students MUST meet face to face with their supervisor on the first case at least.  Continued face to face supervision s at the discretion of the supervisor and the student,

The supervisor must be in attendance at the first TWO interpretive conferences. Continued presence of the supervisor is at the discretion of the supervisor and the student.

The interpretive conference typically lasts 30 minutes followed by a debriefing time between the supervisor and the student.

3. The cases will be graded in several domains: 

case management‑‑timeliness, ethics, clinic procedures, etc 

administration accuracy 

scoring accuracy 

interpretive accuracy within written report 

appropriateness and accuracy of oral presentation to the client or parents

4. Class attendance on the following dates: 1/16, 1/23, 2/6, 2/13, 2/27, 3/13, 3/27, 4/10,

4/24 (Tuesdays, 11: 10 a.m. to 12., 10 p.m.) in the clinic conference room

5. Case presentation in class on the assigned dates.

6. These requirements are a prerequisite for the Practicum work you will begin in the Spring semester of your second year. ALL CASEWORK MUST BE COMPLETED NO LATER THAN 6/1/01.
