The goal of personality assessment lab is to reinforce material that you have covered in class and to give you additional experience with tests and protocols. All testing will be done with volunteers, obtained through the undergraduate subject pool in the case of adults, and recruited from the community in the case of children. Your protocols and other materials will be due in the TAs' boxes at the clinic no later than lab or lecture time on the dates indicated and typically will be returned to you (either in person or in your clinic boxes) within one week. This should give you enough time to review your checked protocols before your interpretive reports are due. It is imperative that you adhere to these deadlines or you will find yourself in dire straits when trying to write your reports without a corrected protocol. Please note that all transcriptions and scoring must be typed, not hand written; this includes Thematic Apperception Test transcripts and Rorschach responses, scoring, and structural summaries. The lab grading scheme is delineated on the lecture syllabus.
