  Course Description

This course focuses on the study of how men are made and make themselves in contemporary U.S. society.  Topics/assignments will address what masculinity means, how masculinity is organized, and the social institutions that sustain and elaborate it. Definitions of what it means to be a man over the course of men’s lives will be examined.  We will investigate men’s lives at various points in their development, from boyhood to adulthood.  Emphasis will be on the “masculine mystique” and the various dimensions of men’s positions in society, their power, their powerlessness, and their gender role confusion.






        Objectives

The student will:

1. Develop an understanding of the disparate definitions of masculinity and its cultural constructions.

2. Become aware of the social, political, behavioral, physical, and psychological impact of adherence to a masculine gender role.

3. Understand and demonstrate how cultural messages create “myths” of masculinity that negatively affect personal and professional relationships.

b. What do you think most women want from men in a committed relationship?

c. How do feel about a female becoming President of the United States?

d. Share five (5) messages (e.g. verbal; non verbal; toys; games; clothes)

that you received about what it means to be a “male”

when you were growing up. (Describe messages and sources)

e. What messages (and from what sources) do you now receive messages

defining how you should act/behave as a male?  Be specific.

f. What things do you do that make you feel “masculine” ? Describe fully.

g. What are the most positive aspects of being a male? Negative aspects? 

Explain reasons.

h. In what ways would you, and your life, be different if you had been born a

female?  How do you feel about having born a male – not a female?



Data Analyses to include:

1. Comparative analysis (quantitative and qualitative) of each question 

based on demographic information that describes each interviewee.  

(e.g., ethnicity; sexual preference; political party)

2. Overall compilation of data (quantitative and qualitative) that describes significant findings.

3. Summary of findings. Discussion of implications. Suggestions for 

interventions and further research.
