Course Objectives: The primary purpose of this course is to provide supervised work experience in a gerontological setting. The nature of the work experience will vary with the student's major area of specialization.

Course requirements:

A 150‑hour practicurn (300 hours for 6 credits) in a gerontological setting. Approximately 10‑12 hours per week. When the practicurn placement is decided upon, the work schedule should be worked out between the student and the on‑site supervisor (proctor) at the field placement.

A log with weekly entries on your practicurn experience. The weekly entry should include: (1) number of hours worked (2) brief description of events of the week (3) your reactions to these events and connections to learning from other course work and (4) successes or problems encountered 5) opportunities for professional and personal growth 5) anticipated Tasks

The log is due at the end of each month.

The log may be e‑mailed or turned in at class monthly. If e‑mailed, at the end of the course, a full log in hard copy must be handed in.

A paper/project on a topic appropriate to the area in which the student is engaged. The paper (10​12 pages) can be written in either of the two practicurn.
