Requirements:  First‑year students: two comprehensive assessments.  Second‑year students: one comprehensive assessment and at least one psychotherapy client.  Attendance to group meeting is required of everyone.  Students with psychotherapy clients will usually have a weekly individual supervision meetings.  Students with only assessment clients will have individual meetings as needed.  Please come prepared for all meetings with client folders, tapes, and any related material such as test results.

Grading: Grading will be based on my evaluation of your performance on each of the following dimensions taken from the Supervision Rating Form:

1. Good use of supervision including self‑assertion, non-defensiveness, incorporation of feedback, and professional reliability.

2. Continued development of clinical interview skills, including accurate empathy, nonjudgmental acceptance, useful interpretations, and adequate case management.

3. Competent assessment skills including proper administration and scoring of tests, organizing and integrating test results, and clearly written reports.

4. Increased knowledge of psychopathology, psychotherapy, and personality theory to aid in case conceptualization and appropriate services for each client.

A = Very good to excellent performance.

B = Acceptable performance.

C = Unacceptable performance.

Feedback policy: My policy is to give constructive (positive and negative) feedback from the very beginning.  I will do my best not to leave you guessing about what I might be thinking. If in doubt, ask!
