The lab component to Psychology 300 is meant to reinforce the material covered in lectures. Through homework, quizzes, and in-class assignments, you should begin to apply the statistics you learn in lectures. The activities that take place in lab will be on material covered the prior week in lecture. 

Course Information and Grading Guidelines

1. Each lab there will be a quiz on material covered in lecture and homework from the previous lab.  You may not make-up missed quizzes. To allow for sickness and other important matters, each student’s lowest quiz grade will be dropped. Your quiz grade average will account for 50% of your lab grade. Each quiz will be weighted equally when averaging your overall quiz score. 

2. Homework completion will account for 25% of your lab grade. I realize that homework is a chance to practice material and will not count wrong answers against you. Turning in your homework will earn you 2 points, if partially complete and 5 points, if fully complete. If you are going to miss a lab and you have advanced warning, you may turn your homework in early. You must place it in my campus mailbox in David King Hall by 3:00pm on the day of the week it is due. I will grade it for completion, but you will be responsible for getting the correct answers through a classmate or by coming to my office hour. All homework assignments will be weighted equally when determining your homework average.

3. In class activities will account for 25% of your lab grade. You will be working in small groups to complete these activities. For ease of grading, please ensure the name of each member of your group present during that lab is on the paper turned in. You will receive 2 points for coming to the lab and participating in the group. One point will be given to each group member for partial completion and turning in the group sheet. If the activity is complete, the members of the group will receive an additional 2 points.  This amounts to a possible 5 points on each in class assignment. Up to 3 in class activities can be done by a person who must miss the lab if: 1) they are turned into my campus box by Thursday of that week. I will check my box at 3:00 p.m. on Thursday , so it must be there before then. 2) The work is that of one individual (you don’t get the benefit of collaboration if you are not in lab). If you know you will have to miss a lab, I advise you to come to me early and I can give you the assignment. The most points a make-up an in class assignment can earn is 3 points. All in class activities will be weighted equally in determining your in class average.

4. Please note that the Honor Code will be observed in the lab. Cheating often involves 2 people. Letting some one copy off your paper is cheating and both parties will be held responsible. An Honor Code violation on work intended to be completed individually will result in a zero for that assignment and a note sent to Dr. Hurley regarding the offense.

5. There is one extra credit opportunity available in the lab. The extra credit assignment can be used to replace one homework grade. If you want to utilize this opportunity, you must come to me for more information. 

6. If you are not present when a graded assignment is returned, you must come to me either at the end of lab or during my office hour to pick it up. I will have it, but may not remember to return it otherwise.
7. We will be using a computer program called SPSS (Statistical Program for Social Sciences) in this lab.  I have indicated the labs on the following table.  I will show you how to use the program in the lab.  In order to use this program successfully, you should have basic computer skills. (If you can type a paper and check your e-mail, you will be fine).
