Lab Overview

The lab component to Psychology 300 is designed to reinforce the material covered in lectures. Through homework, quizzes, and in-class assignments, you will begin to apply the statistics you learn in lectures. You will also be introduced to SPSS (Statistical Program for Social Sciences). While the regular class meetings will primarily consist of a lecture format, the labs will be much more interactive and hands-on. This is the perfect opportunity to raise any questions you may have about the material covered in the readings, homework, or lectures. 

Lab Grades

Homework.     Homework will be assigned every lab period and will account for 50% of your lab grade. Homework assignments will be due at the start of lab. You will be able to drop two of the seven assignments. You must fully complete all homework assignments before they can be potentially dropped. This means that you must do very single homework, but you can still drop two of them. If you don’t do an assignment, it cannot be dropped and will be given zero points. If you make only a weak attempt to do the homework, you will not be able to drop that homework and will receive the appropriate grade. Not completing the homework will only hurt you!

If you must miss a lab for a good reason (e.g., emergency), homework can be turned in early without penalty. No late homework will be accepted and no homework will be accepted by email.

Quizzes.     There will be eight quizzes, which will account for 25% of your lab grade. You can drop one of these quizzes. They will be written such that if you have been in class and keeping up with the reading and assignments, you should get all the points without difficulty. All quizzes will be distributed at the end of lab; however, your name must be on the sign-in sheet at the start of lab in order to receive a quiz. No make-ups are possible with quizzes, even with advance notice.

In-Class Activities.     During each lab period there will also be group activities that will account for 25% of your grade. You can drop one of these assignments. These will reinforce the material covered during each lab meeting. Each activity will be worth 5 points. As long as the assignment is fully complete, all the group members will receive full credit. No make-ups are possible with in-class activities, but you can still drop one assignment.
