Course Goals 


The goal this course is to practice and apply the knowledge gained in Statistics lecture.  The lab provides students a forum to ask questions, review concepts, and practice statistical calculations.  We will also become acquainted with SPSS, the primary statistical software program used by professional psychologists.
Course Format:


The class will consist of homework assignments, group work, and in class SPSS problems.  Homework will be graded out of 5 points: 5 for a sincere effort with work shown, 3 for work with missing problems or only answers, 0 for missing work.  Homework can be turned in up to one week late for half credit. Group work must be completed in class, will be graded for accuracy, and will be worth 4 points.  SPSS assignments will be worth 3 points each and will be completed individually.  The lowest grade earned on each of these will be dropped (One homework, group assignment, and SPSS will not count). 

Total points assigned will be 127 and your grade will be out of 115.  Your overall score out of 115 will be converted into a grade out of 80 (total points available for Lab section of the course).  Ex. 110 out of 115 is converted into 76.5 out of 80.

Come to class.  In class work will be graded, so to earn credit you have to show up.  Remember, only one homework, group work, and SPSS assignment will be dropped.
